Veterans Exiting Homelessness Program

We've all heard the stories. We've all seen the pictures of the homeless
veterans struggling to regain their footing when returning to civilian life.
They risked their lives for us. They could use a hand.....we can be "church"
to them. The Knights of Columbus at St Bede is working with the VA to
provide assistance to these men and women.

The good news is that the Veteran's Administration (VA) has a wonderful rent
subsidy program that moves the homeless veterans to apartments—with a
success rate of over 60% by the 2 1/2 year mark!

But there's one missing component, and that is paying for the initial and
ongoing household goods that make an apartment a home, and makes that
e hOme the basis to change a life.

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In conjunction with a national veteran's organization (Military Outreach USA), the parishioners of St. Bede can make a
difference. On the weekend of June 2nd and 3rd, we will be collecting the household items shown on the adjacent page.

The VA will distribute 100% of the items collected to service veterans in the greater Chicagoland area by the following week's
end.
